Date and Time 
 
Baptisms normally take place on Sunday mornings during the legal term. Parents, godparents and guests 
– including children – are invited to attend the regular Sunday service at 11.30 am, the Baptism following 
immediately afterwards around 12.30 pm to finish by 1 pm. 
 
Parents and Godparents 
 
Parents are not required to be baptized or confirmed. Godparents must be baptised and should 
normally be full members of their own Christian denomination, to reflect the promises made for the 
spiritual welfare of the child. The usual number for godparents is three. Please discuss the choice of 
godparents with the Preacher. 
 
Fees 
 
There is no fee charged for Baptisms, but you and your guests may wish to contribute to the 
collection for the Sunday, which will be donated to a designated charity.

BAPTISM 
 

Baptism marks the beginning of a journey with God which 
continues for the rest of our lives, the first step in response to 
God's love. For all involved, particularly the candidates but 
also parents, godparents and sponsors, it is a joyful moment 
when we rejoice in what God has done for us in Christ, making 
serious promises and declaring the faith. The wider community 
of the local church and friends welcome the new Christian, 
promising support and prayer for the future. Hearing and 
doing these things provides an opportunity to remember our 
own baptism and reflect on the progress made on that journey, 
which is now to be shared with this new member of the 
Church.  
_ 
The service paints many vivid pictures of what happens on the 
Christian way. There is the sign of the cross, the badge of faith 
in the Christian journey, which reminds us of Christ's death for 
us. Our 'drowning' in the water of baptism, where we believe 
we die to sin and are raised to new life, unites us to Christ's 
dying and rising, a picture that can be brought home vividly by 
the way the baptism is administered. Water is also a sign of new 
life, as we are born again by water and the Spirit. This reminds 
us of Jesus' baptism. And as a sign of that new life, there may 
be a lighted candle, a picture of the light of Christ conquering 
the darkness of evil. Everyone who is baptized walks in that 
light for the rest of their lives. 
 

After the service, there will be a retiring collection for this month’s charity.

The Decision 
 
In baptism, God calls us out of darkness into his marvellous 
light. To follow Christ means dying to sin and rising to new life 
in him. Therefore I ask the parents and godparents: 
 
Do you reject the devil and all rebellion against God? 
I reject them. 
Do you renounce the deceit and corruption of evil? 
I renounce them. 
Do you repent of the sins that separate us from God and 
neighbour? 
I repent of them. 
Do you turn to Christ as Saviour? 
I turn to Christ. 
Do you submit to Christ as Lord? 
I submit to Christ. 
Do you come to Christ, the way, the truth and the life?
